working capital (if linked to accounts receivable), and/or executed contracts or refinancing (if
part of an expansion package)

* Flexible terms

e Low-interest loans

* Special emphasis on the following counties: Athens, Belmont, Guernsey, Harrison, Jefferson,
Meigs, Monroe, Morgan, Vinton
